Some Nobel men born in this month
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Yogbir Singh Kansakar (1885 - 1942). A social
reformer. One of four pillars of Nepal Bhasa. He
worked for the preservation and promotion of
MNepal Bhasa and Buddhism in the face of repression
by the Rana rulers. He was the mentor of Chittadhar
Hridaya. His birthday falls on the 1st of this month
(1140 Bachhala 1/Paru).
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Prem Bahadur Kansakar {1918-1991), A freedom
fighter for democracy and linguistic rights, author
and scholar of Nepal Bhasa, who established the
Asha Archives to preserve ancient manuscripts of
Mepal. His birthday falls on the 10th of this month
(1140 Bachhala 10/Ekadasi).
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Dharmaditya Dharmacharya (1901-1862 AD). The
architect of Nepal Bhasa Movement and the 1st
Mepami journalist to promote Buddhism and
Mepal Bhasa. His birthday falls on the 13th of this
maonth {1140 Bachhala 13/Chaturdasi).
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Chittadhar Hridaya (1906 —1982 AD). A poet who
dedicated his life to preserve his mother tongue
Mepal Bhasa and promote Buddhism. Rana
oligarchy imprisoned him for 5 years. But King
Mahendra conferred him the title of Kavi
Keshari (Lion among Poets) in 1956. His birthday
falls on the 25th of this month (1140 Bachhala
25/Ekadasi).
